A key element in successful Homeowner Associations is good communication.   A frequent complaint among 

homeowners is that decisions are made and actions taken without their knowledge or opportunity to contribute ideas 

and preferences.  Although many minor and routine decisions are made by Council without additional input, major 

actions, especially those involving significant costs or changes, need to be presented to all homeowners to help the 

Council respond appropriately to community concerns.  Besides announced Council Meetings, which are usually held 

4 times a year, we conduct periodic council workshops to address and talk through the ongoing business of Gull Point 

before bringing an organized agenda to a regular meeting.  In accordance with the newly expanded Chapter 22 of the 

DE UPA, we have begun recording these workshop proceedings and making an outline of them available to all 

homeowners.  These minutes, beginning with our March 2009 workshop are available on the Gull Point website, 

www.gullpoint.com .  Click on Inside Gull Point.  If you do not have access to a computer, you may call the office and 

request a copy of any of the minutes to be sent to you.  This is what we talk about ï this is what we do.  Tune in! 

 A second tool for community involvement is the use of questionnaires or surveys to determine the position of 

homeowners on various topics of common concern to assist us in making our decisions.  While this has not been 

popular with previous Councils, we would like to employ this process more frequently going forward, and stress that 

the more responses we receive, the more confident we are that we will make the best decisions possible.  The last 

survey we sent regarding satellite dishes netted 54 responses, which we were happy to receive, but were disappointed 

that it represented only one-third of all homeowners.  As with attendance at meetings, it could happen that far less than 

a majority of homeowners are influencing decisions.
